Bill Summary 
O-28-25 makes a number of technical changes to the City Code to update, 

repair or restructure portions of the Code to improve the law's clarity without 

altering the meaning or effect of its provisions.  

  
 

 Background 

This is what's called a Codification Bill. Any changes made are strictly technical, 
meaning the underlying policy or intent of the original legislation is unchanged. 
The law itself is not substantially changed.  
 
A codification bill might reorganize sections of a law, correct minor errors, or 
update terminology, all without changing the law's substance. 

It contains numerous sections of the Code and is arranged under separate 
categories rather than by Title number
