Staff Report
Waiving Certain Residential Parking Fees
This legislation would waive parking fees in Special Residential Parking Districts for residents of housing owned by the Housing Authority of the City of Annapolis and residents of Section 8 Housing. 
Special Residential Parking Districts were established to reduce the burdens placed on residents by adjacent governmental, commercial, industrial, educational, and transit areas pursuant to the Annapolis City Code, Section 12.32.010.

Special Residential Parking District No. 1 includes the Historic District on the Northeast side of Main Street (the Naval Academy side), Bloomsbury Square.  Special Residential Parking District No. 2 includes the residential area between Northwest Street, College Creek, and West Street.  Special Residential Parking District No. 4 includes the residential areas of Clay Street, Washington Street, and Obery Court.  
A Residential Parking Permit is required for parking longer than two hours in these Parking Districts.  A fee of $55.00 or higher is required to obtain a Residential Parking Permit.  
Because residents of housing owned by the Housing Authority of the City of Annapolis and residents of Section 8 Housing experience difficulties affording the fees for Residential Parking Permits, this legislation proposes that parking fees in Special Residential Parking Districts be waived for those residents. 
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
